This work will occur in two stages as follows:  

Monday, July 8 at 1 a.m. through Saturday, July 20 at 6 a.m.: 

The ramp from westbound Rickenbacker Causeway to southbound SR 5/US 1 will be closed 
from Monday, July 8 through Saturday, July 20. During this closure, the ramp from westbound 
Rickenbacker Causeway to northbound SR 9A/I-95 will remain open.

The ramp from westbound Rickenbacker Causeway to northbound SR 9A/I-95 will be closed 
from Sunday, July 21 through Saturday, August 3. During this closure, the ramp from 
westbound Rickenbacker Causeway to southbound SR 5/US 1 will remain open.
